Students will develop a good understanding of the 
Saskatchewan Apprenticeship system and the benefits of trade certification.

Good eyesight, hearing, manual dexterity, physical agility, and safety conscious. 
Graduates will have to work at heights and possibly in confined spaces

The minimum requirement is Grade 10 with  
Math 10 and Science 10.
